Synopsis:
The fringes of Iranian society can be a lonely place, especially if you are a teenage girl with few resources

to fall back on. The Glass House follows four girls striving to pull themselves out of the margins by
attending a one-of-kind rehabilitation center in uptown Tehran. Forget about the Iran that you've seen
before. With a virtually invisible camera, the girls of The Glass House take us on a never-before-seen
tour of the underclass of Iran with their brave and defiant stories: Samira struggles to overcome forced
drug addition; Mitra harnesses abandonment into her creative writing; Sussan teeters on a dangerous
ledge after years of sexual abuse; and Nazila burgeons out of her hatred with her blazing rap music. This
groundbreaking documentary reflects a side of Iran few have access to or paid attention to: a society lost
to its traditions with nothing meaningful to replace them and a group of courageous women working to

instill a sense of empowerment and hope into the minds and lives of otherwise discarded teenage girls.

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Marjaneh Halati is the passionate Iranian therapist who established the Omid e
Mehr center in 2004 in Tehran, Iran. Her goal is to instill a sense of empowerment
into the lives of young under-privileged women attending her center. She travels
back and forth between London where she lives and Iran frequently to make sure
the center is running up to her high standards and to give all her girls a bit of
mothering, something few of them have ever felt.

Samira is only 14 years old. After her parents divorced, she lived alone with her
mother who gave a lethal combination of alcohol, crystal meth and ecstasy pills to
the young girl to keep her out of her mother’s hair. The social workers at the
center work close with state agencies and doctors to try to help her recover but the
task is overwhelming. As an addict for more than 4 years, Samira must first
overcome a dependency on drugs before she can begin the rehabilitation of her
soul and spirit.

Nagzilla is 19 years old. She is being groomed to eventually return to the center
and work as social worker. When her mother abandoned the family five years
ago, Nazilla was left with the burden of taking care of 6 younger siblings and her
father. Most of those years she bottled up her own emotions and submitted to her
elders and obligations. Today she dreams of being a famous rap singer but
dreams are hard to realize when the responsibilities of other people’s lives weight
down hard on you.

Nooshin, 17 years old, strives along side her older sister, Nazila, to make
something of her future. With the Center’s guidance, she learns a trade and
discovers that there’s more to success than a tough, man-hating facade.

Mitra, 16, was abandoned by her mother at age 9. Not only has she had to deal
with her own loss but also physically suffered the anger and hurt of her father. At
the center for more than 6 months, Mitra is learning to fill the empty space her
mother left behind with love for herself and her newly discovered talent for creative
writing. Still she goes home to her father every night where she is chided for
being over weight and lazy. This constant discouragement makes her struggle all
the more difficult and physically dangerous.

Susaan is 20 yeas old. She uses temporary marriages to protect herself from the
violence and sexual abuse from her brothers. She’s getting an education, learning
to defend herself and confronting her past at the center, but does she have what it
takes to push herself over that jagged edge and make a good life for herself?
While attending the center she has gone from one abusive relationship to another,
in search of something or someone to hang on to.

Nargess, Sussan’s younger sister, is only 10 years old. While Sussan does her
best to take care of her little sister, it's hardly enough to protect her from the
dangers of her own home. The center steps in to take Nargess from her abusive
environment but the family and state stand in their way.

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Filmmakers’ Biographies:

Hamid Rahmanian holds a B.F.A. from the University of Tehran in Graphic Design and earned a M.F.A.
in Computer Animation in 1997 from Pratt Institute. He received “The First Place College Award” (a
student Emmy) from the Academy of Television Arts and Sciences and was nominated for a Student
Academy Award for his animation, THE SEVENTH DAY, among other awards in 1997. In 1998, he was
hired by Disney Feature Animation Company as a Look Development Artist where he worked on “Tarzan”,
“The Emperor’s New Groove” and “Dinosaur”. His first 35 mm film, a 19 minute short, AN | WITHIN
(1998), received Kodak’s "Best Cinematography Award" and “Best American Short” from the LA Int’l Short
Film Festival. Mr. Rahmanian has made three documentaries on video: BREAKING BREAD (2000), SIR
ALFRED OF CHARLES DE GAULLE AIRPORT (2001) and SHAHRBANOO (2002), all of which have
been well received by the media and worldwide audiences. In 2003, Mr. Rahmanian co-established the
non-profit organization ARTEEAST - its mission statement to promote the arts and cultures of the Middle
East in the United States. He completed his first feature length fiction film, DAY BREAK (2005) which
premiered at the Toronto International Film Festival and has received a special prize at the Fajr Film
Festival in Iran, the Jury Award at Annonay International Festival of First Films and “Best of the Middle
East” from the Indianapolis International Film Festival. He has recently completed his latest feature-
length documentary in Iran, THE GLASS HOUSE.

Melissa Hibbard is a photographer and filmmaker. She earned her BA in Moving Image Arts in 1996
from the College of Santa Fe where she studied documentary filmmaking. Upon graduation, she moved
to Los Angeles and worked in the film industry as an art director on feature films for five years. Her
photographs have been exhibited in the US and abroad over the past 6 years. She produced four
documentaries on video: BREAKING BREAD (2000), which premiered on PBS and SIR ALFRED OF
CHARLES DE GAULLE AIRPORT (2001). Both have been well received by the media and worldwide
audiences. SHAHRBANOO (2002) premiered on PBS where it received among the highest ratings for an
independently produced documentary. THE GLASS HOUSE (2008), produced in association with
Sundance Channel, premiered at International Documentary Film Festival Amsterdam in November 2008
and Sundance Film Festival in 2009. In 2003, she co-established a non-profit organization — ARTEEAST -
its mission statement to promote the arts and cultures of the Middle East and it’s worldwide diasporas in

the United States; she was a board member and the ArteEast Online Director through 2007.
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Filmmakers’ Biographies (cont.)

David Bergeaud was born in Paris. His desire to study Jazz and Contemporary Electronic Music brought
him to Los Angeles in the early 80’s where he has resided ever since. Inspired by a wide range of artists
from Bella Bartok and Nusrat Fateh Ali Khan to Chemical Brothers, Miles Davis and Led Zeppelin, David
quickly became known for the daring manner with which his music “stretches the envelope” of film scores
and record production. Weaving tastefully his classical background, world influences, love of jazz and
fascination for technology driven urban sounds, David uniquely creates a tapestry of intricate sounds,
rhythms and haunting melodies. Overlooking Los Angeles he has built a state of the art recording studio
which houses a collection of over two hundred rare ethnic instruments acquired during his travels to more
than forty countries. During his composing career David has collaborated with some of the most
respected names in the industry and his music has been used on numerous projects produced and
directed by the likes of Steven Spielberg (“Earth2”), Ang Lee (Lust Caution), Bob Zemekis (“Death
Becomes Her”), Barry Sonnenfeld (“Secret Agent Man”) Barry Josephson (“Secret Agent Man”), Walter
Sales (Motorcycle Diaries), Werner Herzog (Grizzly Man), Jane Campion (In The Cut), Alejadro Gonzalez
Inarritu (21 Grams), Barry Levinson (“Sphere”), Mike Figgis (“Miss Julie”), Roman Polansky (“The
Pianist”), George Miller (“Lorenzo’s Qil”), Curtis Hanson (“River Wild”), Bill Brillstein (“C-16:FBI”) Brad
Grey (“C-16:FBI”) and Raffaella De Laurentiis (‘Dragon, Vanishing Son”).
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Director’s Statement:

We wanted to make a film that erased the boundaries of place. Our girls’ problems are not the issues of
Iran but of modern urban societies. Our challenge was making a film that audiences around the world can
relate to. We did not want people to come away from the film thinking these were the problems of others
— “Poor Iranian girls... Glad those are not our problems.” By creating an un-ethnic modern soundtrack,
choosing super wide shots of Tehran to emphasis the anonymity of the city and following subjects that are
confronting modern dilemmas, we were able to remove the label of “Iran-topic” from the film and tell a

universal story that audiences around the world can connect to and hopefully come away inspired.
